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Update on Availability of Human Papillomavirus Vaccine
and Revised Vaccine Information Statement

Dear Vaccines For Children (VFC) Program Participants:

Human Papillomavirus (HPV) Vaccine Update

The Bureau of Immunization is providing this important update to the Advisory Committee on
Immunization Practices (ACIP) recommendations, distributed December 1, 2006, regarding
HPV vaccine.

As recommended by the ACIP, the bureau encourages VFC providers to target HPV vaccine to
all 11- and 12-year-old females. However, state-supplied HPV vaccine should also be made
available to VFC-eligible females aged 9 to 18 who request the vaccine. As we monitor early
vaccine uptake and inventory, providers may receive fewer doses than ordered.

Revised HPV Vaccine Information Statement (VIS)

The revised HPV VIS, dated 2/2/07, has been released. On February 2, the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) made a minor change to the interim VIS for HPV
vaccine. Section 3 of the HPV VIS has been revised. The VIS clarifies that the routine
three-dose schedule also applies to catch-up immunizations. You may still use existing stocks
of the previous version (9/5/06). A copy of the 2/2/07 HPV interim VIS is enclosed. To access
a ready-to-print version (PDF) of the updated interim VIS (2/2/07), go to the CDC website at
http://www.cdc.gov/nip/publications/VIS/vis-hpv.pdf or the Immunization Action Coalition
website at http://www.immunize.org/vis/hpv.pdf.

Please remember that by Federal law, all vaccine providers must give patients, their parents
or legal representatives the appropriate VIS whenever a vaccination is given.

Revised Varicella VIS

The VIS for varicella vaccine is being updated to reflect the two-dose schedule for children.
An interim edition is available now, and a final edition will be issued after the ACIP publishes
its updated varicella recommendations. The interim VIS also mentions availability of measles-
mumps-rubella-varicella (MMRYV). A copy of the 1/10/07 varicella interim VIS is enclosed.
